Palace Consolidated Condominium Association Rules and Regulations
1.
 Units are to be used for residential purposes only in a manner consistent with county codes and regulations.

2.
Owners, tenants or other occupants (collectively, “Owners”) shall maintain the interior and exterior of their respective units in a clean, sanitary and attractive condition that is free of trash accumulation.  
3.
Owners shall maintain the limited common elements (“LCE”) for their respective units in a neat, clean, cultivated, attractive and well-maintained condition, free from the accumulation of trash or debris or visual deterioration.  Trash and other debris (such as fallen leaves) shall be placed in a proper container for disposal and not raked or otherwise placed onto sidewalks or streets.  NOTE:  the city-wide spring cleanup does not apply to Palace Estates since we are not in the city limits.

4.
Owners shall remove all snow from sidewalks and driveways within the LCE for their respective units within twenty-four (24) hours after the snowfall.  Owners shall not obstruct common sidewalks and driveways in connection with such snow removal. 
5.
All garbage, rubbish and trash shall be placed and kept in covered containers, which shall be kept within garages or otherwise screened so as to not be visible from street(s) adjacent to a unit except on trash collection days.  No trash may be burned within Palace Estates.

6.
Patio areas are to be uncluttered and used for their intended purposes—not for storage or placement of items such as motorized vehicles, tires, batteries, clotheslines, signs, or other non-furniture items 

7.
Owners shall adhere to any and all watering schedules required by the Association. 

8.
Except as necessary for loading and unloading, ATVs, boats, equipment, jet skis, motorhomes, recreational vehicles, snowmobiles, trailers and similar items shall not be parked or stored outside a garage without adequate screening approved by the Board/ACC.

9.
Owners shall exercise reasonable care to avoid creating objectionable noise or excessive odors of any kind that could disturb or otherwise impede the use and enjoyment of Palace Estates by others.  Further, nothing shall be done within Palace Estates by Owners or their guests that would be in violation of any statute, rule, ordinance, regulation, permit, or validly imposed requirement of any local, state, governmental body, or that might result in the cancellation of, or increase in, the Association’s insurance policy or premium.  Any unlawful activity may be reported to the Sheriff's non-emergency number at (970) 244-3500.
10.
Two (2) household pets are allowed in a unit.  The raising, keeping or breeding of any animal for commercial purposes is forbidden.  Pets must be controlled by their owners at all times.  Examples of uncontrolled behavior include biting, excessive barking, jumping or attempting to jump on residents, guests or others, and damaging common areas within Palace Estates.  Complaints in this regard should be made to Animal Control at 970-242-4646.  The Owner will be responsible for any injuries and damages to any persons or property caused by said pets.  All pets must have up to date vaccinations, including rabies, and have a current license/registration from their local governing agency.  Pets shall not carry fleas or other pests.  The Owner shall be responsible for removal of animal waste from the lawns and all other common elements.  Pets shall not urinate on or foul the patio areas.
11.
No structural alteration may be made to a unit without obtaining prior written consent from the Board/ACC, as set forth in Article XII of the Declaration.  

12.
No advertising or billboards may be erected on any lot.  Political signs in support of candidates, ballot issues, or public issues are allowed (one sign per issue or candidate) forty-five (45) days prior to the scheduled vote on the particular issue and must be removed no later than seven (7) days thereafter.  The Association may regulate the size of the signs, which may be no greater than thirty-six (36) inches by forty-eight (48) inches, unless prior written approval is obtained from the Board.
13. 
No notices or flyers of any kind may be posted on mail boxes, street signs or utility poles.  

14. 
Barbeque grills are permitted if they are located at least ten (10) feet away from any building.  Decorative fire pits are prohibited unless approved by the Board/ACC in accordance with Article XII of the Declaration. 

14.
Outside seasonal decorations may be displayed thirty (30) days prior to a holiday, and they must be removed no later than thirty (30) days after that holiday.
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
